Mission

· To provide children the basic tools required making their schooling days a success; such as shoes, uniforms, pens, pencils, mathematical instruments etc; to enable children to attend school and thereby benefit from the education that is available to all children in South Africa.

· To educate children re HIV/AIDS and in particular ensure children are off the streets and attending school away from the dangers of paedophiles and drug pushers.

Vision 

Our vision is to 

1) give the poorest children of the Cape West Coast Community  a path that leads from poverty to opportunity, 

2) To provide the tools of education, health and enterprise that will improve the living and working conditions of the child and eventually the families. 

3) We envision a generation of individuals who have not only the education and skills to advance themselves but also the commitment and sense of responsibility to contribute to their own communities.
Our Dream

· Our dream is to one day be able to have some children who have successfully completed their schooling and gained entrance in Tertiary levels.

Motivation for starting this project:

· Whereas many NGOs support accommodation and/or education for primary schools, we find that most of the poor students drop-out without finishing matric (Grade 12). Even if they pass, either they are not aware of the career options or do not the have minimum economic support as expenses steeply rise after matric.In many cases, the girl child is married at this age. Otherwise, the boy or girl starts going to work for meager daily wages in unhealthy conditions. 

· We feel that, providing educational support to economically backward bright students who are committed to give back to the society is possibly one of the best ways to build “role models” in their specific local communities.

· We also believe that  from14 to 18 years of age a child is going to decide their future and they need utmost help and monitoring. We feel this is absolutely lacking and we want to make sure that they do not go in wrong directions due to lack of support and knowledge.

Project Description 

· Educate-A-Child is a project initiated by the Cape West Coast Circuit Wesley Guild aimed at educating all children from economically backward backgrounds. These children are to be from very poor homes. 

· Their parents are unable to send their children to school because they are unable to provide them the shoes, uniforms, writing books, pens, pencils, paints boxes of mathematical instruments etc that a child needs to enable him/her to attend school and obtain the “free” education provided by the government. 

· The ages of these children range from school entry level (6 years) to Matric level (17 + years).

· All the children in the project live within the Cape West Coast Circuit Community.

· The children whom we support go to various schools as regular students. We provide regular mentoring over weekends to make sure they are able to reach greater heights in their life. 

· We also help them by sponsoring job oriented courses and basic communication skill courses etc, depending on the child age and grade they are in.

Not only will we be supporting the children with education and finance but we also believe in the following :

1. Attention to the person as a whole and enhancement of his/her talents and determinations:

a.  The child is cared for who he/she is, taking care of him/her from the point of view of his/her identity, health, family relations, violence and distress conditions, translating the principle of the centrality of the person into concrete actions.

b. The child shower, for instance, is not only an act of hygienic care, but also of exclusive love, through which the child becomes conscious. Often for the first time, of his/her own person and body.

c. Breakfast and lunch do not only represent the child’s unique significant meals, but also the idea of order and of rules of life.

d. The after-school support work will have a constructive effect since it will open the doors on a world whose access is denied to the children living in the disadvantaged areas. This activity implies a strict collaboration with the school attended by the child, in order to make a complementary work.

e. Recreational activities (theatre, sport, dance, movies) are to be structured in order to introduce children to the sense of beauty and infinite, fully unknown to a child grown up in distress conditions.

f. The care of the person from the health, hygienic and nutritional points of view is faced in a systematic way, through the work of paediatricians and nutrition specialists available in our local clinics/hospitals.

g. In the most serious cases, (violence, exclusion, serious diseases and under nourishment), the child is accompanied by activating a solidarity network and – where necessary the social services.

h. Prevention of children’s work is not so much the result of a control activity, but rather the outcome of strengthening the personality of the child and of the search of a deep meaning for his/her life, leading him/her to refuse easy money and violent exploitation.

2. Enhancement and involvement of family: 

a. The child is never an isolated individual. He is always integrated into a family context, which although disrupted in 80% of cases, is however rich of significant presence. Often unexpectedly, the educational work with the child acts indirectly also on his/her mother and family, who feel the influence of the experience of order, beauty and love made by the child at the educational centre. 

b. Along with this “effect”, the work with the family develops through calls, listening and talking to the mother, thus creating a relation strengthening the environment where the child grows and re-.awakening in the mother and adults the sense of the dignity of the person.

3. Development of a solidarity network: 

a. The educational work tends to strengthen around the family a network of relations with persons and institutions reducing its vulnerability. 

b. When adults and other subjects present become aware of their responsibilities, the process of free undertaking accelerates, thus fostering development in the community.

4. The Church as a point of reference for the community:

a.  In this educational work directed to the families, the church has to become an active subject of the community, where they carry out also activities for prevention and human development. 

b. The church becomes therefore a sort of access channel of the community to the services of the “formal” town.

c. In order to enhance these educational experiences, the Cape West Coast Circuit Wesley Guild is implementing projects fostering capacity building and information dissemination centres within its community. 

Social back ground of the children we support:

· Some of the children have lost one or both of their parents. Parents are mostly daily wage workers or vegetable sellers in the slums. 

· We provide full financial support to the students who are below 18 years of age so that they do not have to work during their studies. However, we do encourage them to work only for part time in their related field of education after 18 years of their age.

Funding

· Fund raising efforts for this worthy program continue.

Injongo (Mission) 

1. Ukuxhasa abantwana abadingayo ngokubanika iimfuno zesikolo ukuzama ukukhawulelana nemfundo yabo, ukuze umntwana abe nako ukuxhamla njengabo bonke abanye abantwana.

2. Ukufundisa abantwana ngengculaza siqinisekisa ukuba abantwana basesikolweni ngexesha elifaneleyo yaye bekude neziyobisi nabadlwenguli.

Imbono (Vision)

Imbono yethu: 

1. Ukunika abona bantwana bahluphekayo indlela ekhokelela kumathuba amahle okuphila.

2. Ukuxhasa umntwana ngazo zonke izidingo anazo ingakumbi imfundo, impilo ukuze kuphucuke indlela umntwana kwakunye nosapho lwakhe eluphila ngayo.

3. Sizibona sinomnombo wabantwana abanganelanga nje kukufumana imfundo kunye nezakhono zokuziphuhlisa kodwa babe nokuzinikela ekuphuhliseni uluntu luphela.

Iphupha lethu:

· Ukuzibona sinabantwana abasele bephumelele ibanga leshumi benayo nendlela yokuba bamkelwe kumaziko emfundo ephakamileyo.

Yintoni ebangele ukuba siqale eli phulo

· Njengoko imibutho emininzi ijongana nokunika amakhaya kubantwana abangenakhaya okanye abahluphekayo abakumabanga asezantsi; siye safumanisa ukuba abantwana abaninzi abasuka kumakhaya ahlelelekileyo baphuma bengazigqibanga izifundo zabo kumabanga aphezulu. Nokuba bade baphumelela ibanga leshumi baye bangabi nalwazi lwaneleyo ngabanokuthi bekwenze okanye bangabi namali yaneleyo ukuqhubekela phambili. Kumaxa amaninzi umntwana oyintombazana uye atshate aze oyinkwenkwe azibone ephangela phantsi kweemeko ezingamkelekanga ngenxa yokufuna ukuxhasa ikhaya lakhe.

· Sibona ukunika imfundo kubantwana abasuka kumakhaya ahlelelekileyo abazimiseleyo ukubuyisela izakhono zabo emphakathini iyeyona ndlela yokukhulisa iinkokheli ezingumzekelo emphakathini (role models)

· Sikwakholelwa ukuba umntwana ophakathi kweminyaka eli-14 ukuya kwi-18 uthatha isigqibo sento anokuyenza ngekamva lakhe yaye kukhona badinga iingcebiso ezizizo kwanokuxhaswa. Sikubona oku kumphakathi esihlala phakathi kwawo usilela kakhulu yaye sifuna ukuqinisekisa ukuba abantakwethu abalahleki xa befika kweli nqanaba lobomi babo.

Ingcaciso ephangaleleyo ngeli phulo
1. Educate-A-Child liphulo eliqalwe lulutsha lwaseWest Coast Circuit elijonge ekufundiseni bonke abantwana abasuka kumakhaya ahlelelkileyo. Aba bantwana kuyakufuneka kube amakhaya abo abe ngamakhaya ahlupheka mpela.

2. Abazali babo bangabi nandlela yokubathumela abantwana esikolweni 

3. Iminyaka yabantwana iyakuqala kumntwana okwibanga lokuqala (6+) ukuya kumntwana okwibanga leshumi (18+).

Asijonganga umntwana kwicala lezemfundo kuphela, siye siqwalasele nezi zinto zilandelayo:

1. Unika ingqwalasela kumntu wonke ngokumphuhlisa izakhono kwakunye neziphiwo anazo

a. Umntwana umjonga ubuyena bakhe, umkhathalela ngokuthi ujonge imvelaphi yakhe, impilo yakhe, usapho lwakhe, ubundlobongela obumngqongileyo.

b. Umntwana acoceke ekwafundiswa ukuba ucoceko alupheleli emzimbeni kuphela; kodwa nasengqondweni.

c. Ukuqinisekisa ukuba umntwana uyatya ngamaxesha afanelekileyo osuku.

d. Ukumnika inkxaso umntwana naxa sele ephumile esikolweni. Oku kuthetha ukuba usebenzisana kakhulu nesikolo umntwana afunda kuso ukuze wazi okuqhubekayo ngenkqubela phambili yomntwana.

e. Umntwana makakhuthazwe ukuba adlale imidlalo, azibandakanye kunye nemibutho ekhoyo esikolweni ukuzama ukuvula ingqondo iphangalale.

f. Umntwana makajongwe impilo yakhe, ukuze xa kukho imfuneko yokuba adityaniswe nonompilo kwenziwe njalo. (Ingakumbi abantwana abahlukunyezwayo emakhaya)

g. Ukuba kuyimfuneko umntwana angadityaniswa nonontlalo ukuzama ukujongana nezinto eziba ngumqobo kwimpilo nemfundo yakhe.

h. Ukukhuthaza umntwana ukuba akwazi kuzimela yaye aqiniseke ngezimvo zakhe ingakumbi kwiimeko zabantu abafuna ukusebenzisa abantwana kwizinto zobumnyama. Umntwana akhuthazwe ukuba akwazi ukwala xa ebona ukuba amalungelo akhe ayanyatheleka.

2. Ukusebenzisana nokuphuhlisa usapho lomntwana:

a. Wonke umntwana unekhaya asuka kulo. Nangona kuqwalaseleka ukuba I 80% yabantwana amakhaya abo awayiyo imbumba ekufaneleke ukuba ayiyo. 

b. Kukhuthazwa ukusebenzisana ngokubanzi namakhaya abantwana, ngokuthi sihlale njalo sindwendwela amakhaya, sithetha nabazali.

3. Ukwakha ikhaya eliluqilima

a. Imfundo iyakwazi ukuqinisa ikhaya; ngako yehlise izinga lokwaphuka kwamakhaya, ngoko kuyakhuthazwa ukuba abazali babandakanywe ekufundisweni ngokubaluleka kwekhaya elinothando.

b. Xa abantu abakhulu/ abazali baye bakubone ukubaluleka kosapho yaye belwazi noxanduva abanalo lwabo, usapho luye lube nokusebenzisana kakuhle kungekho krutha-kruthwano.

4. Icawa ibe yindawo yokufumana ulwazi olululo

a. Kweli phulo lokufundisa umntwana nosapho lwakhe, icawa idlala indima enkulu ekuhlaleni; apho kukhuthazwa ukuba ulutsha lubambe iinkomfa zokufundisa ngokuvikela amalungelo oluntu kwakunye nendlela umntu angaziphuhlisa ngayo.

b. Ngokwenjenje icawa idlala indima yokuba lisango elidibanisa iintsapho ezihlelelekileyo kwakunye neenkonzo eziphuma kurhulumente

c. Ukuze oku kube yimpumelelo ulutsha lweCape West Coast Circuit kufuneka luhlabe iphulo lokuzama ukuhambisa ulwazi ebantwini abaphila nabo.

Imvelaphi yomntwana

· Abanye babantwana balahlekelwe ngumzali omnye okanye bobabini. Abazali abanamrholo unguwo abawufumanayo.

· Sakumxhasa wonke umntwana ongaphantsi kweminyaka eli-18 ngezimali zonke ezidingekayo ukwenza imfundo yakhe ibe yenempumelelo. Siyakhuthaza ke ukuba umntwana ukuba unakho aphangele ngeexesha leeholide ukuzama ukuphuhlisa umntwana ngokumnika i(experience) ngekhondo anqwenela ukulilandela xa ephangela. (vocational work)

· Kuyakhuthazwa ukuba ulutsha luzame ukunika umkhomba ndlela kubantwana ababafundisayo ukuze bangabi nakuphambuka endleleni.

Inkxaso yezimali

· Isebe ngalinye kuyacelwa ukuba lizifundisele umntwana ze kuthi xa lisahluleka lize ngaphambili kwiExecutive yesekethe.

·  Iindlela zokonyusa ingxowa ziyaqhubekeka.
· Iinkxaso ezingalo naluphi na uhlobo zamkelekile. Abaxhasi bayakufumana iziphumo zomntwana kwakunye babenakho nokunxulumana ngqo nomntwana ngokwakhe.

· Sithemba ukuba uzakubona ngaso nye nombono wethu, wenze inkxaso efanelekileyo ukuze sibe nakho ukuphuhlisa ubomi namaphupha aba bantwana.
